Summary

These courses aim to increase the learner’s knowledge and awareness of children and young people’s mental health and learning disabilities, and equip them with a strong understanding of common childhood illnesses, including how to provide a safe and healthy environment for babies and young children. The learner will also learn how to recognise when a baby or a child is unwell, and how to manage acute and chronic health conditions in an early years setting.	

What are the entry requirements?
There are no previous qualifications, learning or experience entry requirements for this course.






What qualification will I achieve?
Successful delegates will receive the Level 2 Certificate in Understanding Common Childhood Illnesses, the Level 2 Certificate in Principles of Working With Individuals With Learning Disabilities and the Level 2 Certificate in Understanding Children and Young People’s Mental Health. 

What subjects will I study?
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Each course is split into several manageable units:

Certificate in Understanding Common Childhood Illnesses

Unit 1: Understand how to provide a safe and healthy environment for babies and young children
Unit 2: Understand common childhood Illnesses
Unit 3: Understand health emergencies and specific health conditions in an early years setting




Certificate in Principles of Working With Individuals With Learning Disabilities

Unit 1: Understand the context of supporting individuals with learning disabilities
Unit 2: Principles of safeguarding and protection in health and social care
Unit 3: Introduction to personalisation in social care
Unit 4: Principles of positive risk taking for individuals with disabilities
Unit 5: Introductory awareness of Autistic Spectrum Conditions
Unit 6: Principles of supporting individuals with a learning disability to access healthcare


Certificate in Understanding Children and Young People’s Mental Health

Unit 1: Understand children and young people’s mental health in context
Unit 2: Understand factors which may affect children and young people’s mental health
Unit 3: Understand children and young people’s mental health concerns
Unit 4: Understand the impact of children and young people’s mental health concerns


How will I learn?
The course is delivered through the distance-learning model, meaning you can study at a time and place convenient to yourself and there are no classes to attend at college.

How will I be assessed?
The learner will be assessed throughout their study by a series of assessment questions which are built into the course. The learner will submit their answers to a trained tutor for marking, who will provide robust feedback on each question. This tutor will also provide support and guidance throughout the course.

What opportunities will this lead to?
Upon completion of these courses, learners can progress on to a Level 3 course, or study further level 2 courses in different subjects.

How long is the course?
Each certificate takes 12 weeks to complete.
